The Partnership fo Educate & Advance Kids

The mission and purpose of The Partnership to Educate & Advance Kids (PEAK) is to provide opportunities for at-risk youth to
achieve academic and personal success through a quality, values based education and the guidance of caring adult mentors.

Our program offers at-risk youth the opportunity to receive a private high school education and develop to their full potential by
providing individual mentoring services and high school scholarships. PEAK provides full scholarships to attend our partnering
high school, Holy Trinity. Parents are required to pay $600 a year for books, uniforms, fees, etc.

Each student is placed with an individual adult mentor for their four years of high school. The mentor meets regularly with the
student and receives all school progress reports and report cards.

Criteria for accepting youth into the PEAK program:

e Youth must be entering the 9™ grade during the application year in which they are applying.

e Student must have average or marginal grades at his/her current grade school (“C” or lower Average). However, the

student has the potential to improve academically.

e  Family must be low to moderately low income and does not have the financial resources to pay their child’s tuition to a private
high school. However, the family must be able to pay the $600 a year for books, uniforms, and fees. PEAK asks for tax

information and pay-stubs as proof of income.

e 8 grade youth must take the High School Placement test at Holy Trinity High School and be accepted to attend Holy Trinity
High School.

o The student needs and desires the support of a role model mentor for four years. Most youth have a need for a mentor to
support and guide them through adolescence, but they must also WANT to have a mentor and be willing to actively engage in

the mentoring program.

Nuestro programa ofrece a jovenes en riesgo la oportunidad de una educacion de escuela secundaria privada y desarrollarse a
su maximo potencial por el servicio de los mentores y becas a escuela secundaria. PEAK da becas completas para asistir a
nuestra escuela socia, Holy Trinity High School. Se requieren a los padres pagar $600 al afio para libros, uniformes, cuotas
escolares, etc.

Cada estudiante se junta con un mentor adulto para los cuatro afios de escuela secundaria. El mentor y el estudiante se reunen
regularmente y el mentor recibe los boletines de notas de la escuela.

Criterios para ser aceptado en el programa PEAK:

Los jovenes tienen que solicitar plaza antes del primer afio de escuela secundaria.

o El estudiante necesita tener notas medias o marginales (es decir, media nota de “C” o menos). Pero, el estudiante

necesita tener la potencial para mejorarse académicamente.

o La familia necesita ser de ingreso bajo o medio-bajo, sin recursos financieros para pagar la matricula a una escuela privada.
Pero, la familia necesita tener la capacidad de pagar $600 al afio para libros, uniformes, y cuotas escolares. PEAK requiere

informacién de impuestos y recibos de sueldos para demostrar el ingreso.

e Estudiantes del octavo tienen que tomar el examen de entrar en Holy Trinity High School y ser aceptado para asistir a Holy
Trinity High School.

o Elestudiante necesita y desea el apoyo de un mentor, modelo de conducto, para cuatro afios. La mayoria de jovenes
necesitan un mentor para apoyarles y guiarles por la adolescencia, pero también hay que querer un mentor y estar dispuesto

a ser parte activa del programa de mentores.
